New Voter Requirements

If this is your first time registering to vote in Arizona or you have
moved from another county in Arizona, your voter registration
form must also include proof of citizenship or the form will not be
processed.

List of acceptable documents to establish your citizenship

1. Arizona Driver's License number or non-operating identification
license number issued after 10/01/1996 (number only; DO NOT
send card.)

2. A legible photocopy of a driver's license or non-operating
identification license issued by another state that identifies United
States Citizenship on the license.

3. Alegible photocopy of a hirth certificate that verifies United
States Citizenship.

4. A legible photocopy of your United States passport containing
your name and passport number

5. A legible photocopy of United States naturalization documents
or the number of the certification of naturalization. If only the
number is provided, it will need to be verified before the voter
registration can be processed.

6. A Bureau of Indian Affair's Card Number, Tribal Card Number or
Tribal Enrollment Number (number only; DO NOT send card.)

DO NOT send originals; only send legible photocopies as
outlined above.

You may register to vote in Pima County if:

* You live within Pima County at least 29 days prior to the
General Election.

e You are a United States Citizen.

e You are 18 or older, or will be 18 by the next General
Election.

¢ You have not been convicted of a felony or treasan, or if
you have, your rights have been restored.

¢ You have not been adjudicated an incapacitated person.

New registrants: Your driver's license or identification
card must have been issued on or after October 1,1996.
Address changes must have been made through the Arizona
Department of Motor Vehicles
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ID at the polls is required for all Arizona elections.

Every qualified elector is required to show proof of identity at the

polling place before receiving a ballot. The elector shall announce his/

her name and place of residence to the election official and present one
form of identification that bears the name, address, and photograph of
the elector or two different forms of identification that bear the name
and address of the elector.

ARIZONA COURTS

Judges of the Supreme Court, the Court of Appeals, and of the
Superior Court in Maricopa and Pima counties are appointed

to office by the governor upon recommendation of a bipartisan
commission. The term of office of a Supreme or an Appellate Court
judge is six years and of a Superior Court judge four years. At the
expiration of their terms, appointed judges wishing to remain in
office have their names placed upon the ballot. The electorate
then votes to retain or reject them. The Clerk of the Pima County
Superior Court is an elective office with a 4-year term.
